‘\ Sheepdogs

Your hike will lead you across mountain pastures, where
shepherds live and work. Please respect these mountain dwel-
lers and keep away from their huts. Their dogs do an exceptio-
nal job of protecting their flocks from predators. Please there-
fore make sure that you walk around them and always keep your
distance. “Don’t bark” at the sheepdogs - it won’t do any good!

Col de Freissinieres i

mountains. To reach the pass, you’ll need to extend your hike
by 1 hour (200 m elevation gain).

Lac des Pisses

From the Rocherousse plateau, a 7" lake is accessible to keen
hikers via the Lacs Jumeaux, leading to Prapic. Return by
shuttle bus. 11.7 km / 200 m elevation gain/1000 m elevation
loss / 5 hrs 30 mins.

Roc Diolon
