What’s new
this winter? 

Orcières Merlette is located at the point where the main 
routes to the Mediterranean (2hrs 30mins from Marseille) and 
the large Alpine ranges meet (2hrs 30mins from Grenoble). This 
pioneering resort dating from 1962 is tucked away in the heart of the 
Ecrins National Park and boasts wild, stunning scenery surrounded 
by the most beautiful 3,000m peaks in the Écrins range, including le 
Vieux Chaillol, la Pointe des Estaris, le Grand Pinier, le Petit Pinier, la 
Tête de Dormillouse, etc.
Its skiing area is 1,850m above sea level and reaches as high as 
2,725m. Its 100km of slopes give it the advantage of being the 
largest resort in the Hautes-Alpes, and it is envied for its exceptional 
sunshine! 
The 22 traditional hamlets which make up the community are 
custodians of a unique terroir and of long-lasting traditions such as 
genepi, tourtons, mountain agriculture, woodworking, breeding and 
cheesemaking, etc., which give this region its very particular charm.
The beautiful diversity of the landscape, with its larch forests, 
steep granite faces, beautiful snow-covered alpine slopes and 
vast plateaus make it the perfect playground for enjoying unusual 
outdoor activities, including dog-sledding, cross-country skiing, 
snowshoeing, Nordic skiing, snow scootering, XXL zip lines, hang 
gliding, nights in igloos and freeriding, etc.  
As a haven for families (the resort has the Famille Plus accreditation), 
a base for sports enthusiasts, a meeting place for adventurers and an 
oasis of fine food for epicureans, Orcières promises an unforgettable 
stay full of warm hospitality! 

Snowshoe excursions 
‘by the light of the moon’ with ESF.
This trip promises to be a unique experience and allows you to explore nature in 
complete peace and quiet amidst snow-covered larch forests. These nocturnal 
snowshoe walks take place every Tuesday and Wednesday in small groups 
accompanied by an ESF guide. It is not unusual to come across ibexes, foxes and 
other local inhabitants. Participants can enjoy a meal served in a typical Champsaur 
auberge prepared with local ingredients : tourtons, ‘oreilles d’ânes’ (gratin casserole 
of wild spinach and either lasagna or crêpes), cheese and charcuterie, etc.

The Ibex refuge, an unusual and eco-responsible mountain chalet.  
Enjoy a holiday living in harmony with nature
Located in the Pré la Beaume at 2,050 metres above sea level, this former alpine 
chalet built in the 1840s is nestled in the heart of the mountains on the doorstep 
of the Ecrins national Park and a few steps from the path leading to the Jujal 
plateau and a charming stream. There is a stunning panoramic view across the 
peaks. The property is entirely self-sufficient. Electricity is provided via solar panels 
and heating and hot water are supplied thanks to the wood stove.  Unchanged 
from its original appearance, it was completely renovated in 2021 using local 
materials (larch wood and the original stone). The Ibex refuge covers 100m2 and 
can accommodate up to 8 people. The accommodation has been awarded 3 stars 
and has the Orcières Qualité-Confort-Hébergement ‘5 griffes’ accreditation. The 
owner provides transportation for the tenants by snowmobile.

Cup and a Super G from 27 to 31 January.
